Annual Reporting Form: Teaching Elder Without Call
The PCA Book of Church Order requires a presbytery to inquire into the situation of a

Teaching Elder who has been “without a call to a particular work for a prolonged period, not to exceed three years” (BCO 13-2, 34-10).

The Northwest Georgia Presbytery requires members who are without a call to make a report annually to the presbytery Shepherding Committee of the manner in which they have pursued their calling, of opportunities for witness or ministry of whatever kind (III.B.4). 

The areas of inquiry are two-fold: 1) his attention to his duty as a Minister, and 2) his continuing acceptance to the Church as a Minister.

To assist in making a recommendation to Presbytery regarding your continuation on the rolls without call, please answer the following questions and return this form to the current Shepherding Committee Chairman.

Attention to Duty:
1. Which of the meetings of Presbytery did you attend since your last report? Have you asked for excused absences for the others?

2. Have you been involved with any work of the Presbytery and/or the General Assembly in recent years? In what way?

3. Have you been taking advantage of any general opportunities for ministry doing the work of an Elder, especially those areas unique to a Teaching Elder, as described in BCO 8? Can you give examples?

4. Have you been trying to find and secure a call to a definite work of the ministry? If not, why not?

5. Are there practical hindrances to your seeking a definite call at this time?

6. Is your family, especially your wife, still supportive of your seeking a call to a particular work?

Acceptability to People:
7. Since taking your ordination vows, have you changed your views concerning any points in the Westminster Confession of Faith, Catechisms, and/or Book of Church Order of the Presbyterian Church in America? If so, what are the changes?

8. Please list any PCA church whose Session you believe could give testimony that you continue to exhibit those gifts which are a prerequisite to the ministry.
